The Government of the Republic of India and the Government of the Federal
Demeocratic Republic of Ethiopia (hereinafter referred to as “Parties”);

Desiring to strengthen bilateral relations in the field of education;

Recalling the profound impact of education on human resource, economic

and social development;

Recognizing that greater linkages between both the countries in the field of

education would be mutually beneficial;

Recalling the Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Culture and Science
between the Government of the Republic of India and Government of the
Federal Democratic Republic of Ethiopia signed on 9 February 1983;
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Have agread as follows:

Article |

The Parties shall encourage, as appropriate, the development of contacts and

cooperation between the Educational Institutions of the two Governments,

based con their respective academic and educational needs. These may

include all or some of the following activities:

. exchange of research materials, publications, educational literature,

teaching aids, demonstration materials and information;

2. organization of joint conferences, exhibitions and seminars;

3. organization of joint research programmes and publications;

4, organization of training programmes for educational administrators and
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teachers;

exchange of academic and other administrative staff,

exchange of scholars, teachers, experts and students;

twinning arrangements between institutions of higner learning;
develop bilateral programmes between institutions of educational
excellence in technical, vocational and higher education;

examine the possibility of mutual recognition of educational
qualifications;

10. setting up of chairs on contemporary studies;

11. providing scholarships for further education in recognized institutions of

higher learning;

12.providing mutual assistance in the fields of Information Technology,

Computer Science, Mathematics and Science;

13.any other activity as agreed by both Parties.
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
