1. Both Parties shall encourage their cooperation in the field of Higher
Education through the following means:

Exﬂhun?a visits of academic professionals, officials and students
from universities, colleges, and Higher Education Institutions (HE!s)
In each of the two countries In order to bulld understanding of each
other's expertise and achlevements. This includes delivering
lectures and helding symposiums on toplcs of mutual interest,

- Joint organization of seminars, sclentific programs, and training
courses in areas of mutual benefit;

- Formulation of joint research programs and the application of
findings In mutually beneflclal ways;

- Exchange of books, sclentlfic documents, library materials and
laarning resourcas through elscironic networks; and

- Accreditation of Higher Education Institutions (HEls) in each
country, both public and private, as agreed batween the Parties
according to tha applicable domestic laws and regulations of
each country. y

Such activities shall ba agreed upon through diplomatic channels.

2. The Partles shall auppoi‘t the cooperation ammgﬁuhiversiﬁas and HEls

in India for the purpose of concluding twinming agreements dirsctly with
private HEls In Oman. -

3. The Parties shall facilitate the exchange of teaching and leaming
matarials, Information, research findings and other resources, as well
a3 organizing Higher Education-related exhibitions and saminars.

4. The Partles shall suppeort the exchange of experience and sharing of
expertise in all areas, espacially In the following fields:




Planning and daveiopment of higher education systams:

Human rescurcs development;

information systsms and statistlcs:

Project manag:amant and exchange cooperation on this fisld,.

The equivalency of acadamic qualifications;

Distance Education; and
The accraditation of Higher Education Institutions.

Such activities shall be agrsed upon through diplomatic channels.

5. The Partles shall offer (insofer as possible) acadamic scholarships and
seats to students from the partner country In various majors at the
undergraduate and graduate levels. The numbers and majors of the
aforasald programa shall ba egread upon through diplomatic channels.

. The visltirig Party shall cover lts own traveling expenses and the
hosting Parly shall provide accommedation, internal transport, and
rmedical care expenses (excluding Chronic Diseasas).

. This Memorandum shall not Interfers with the obligations of other
agresments batwesn the Partles,

. The Parties shall establish a Joint Working Group to implement this
program, The Joint Working Group shall be chalred, on behalf of the
Governmert of the Sultanale of Oman by a representative of the
Ministry of Higher Education; and on behalf of the Government of
Republic of India, by a rapresentative of the Department of Higher
Education, Ministry of Human Resource Deveslopment along with the
participation of representatives of other agencles of the Parties, as
appropriata.

The Jeint Working Group ghail mest altsrnately in Indiawygnd Oman, as
the Partias may mutusally dsclde, to review the implementation of this
program. Consuitaticn through diplomatic channels may be used as a
substitute for meatings, if neceasary. Wooa Bt

9. The Parties shall apply this memorandum In sccerdance with the
domastic laws and regulations of thelr countries,

10.The Partles shall deveiop an Implementation program for this
Memorandum through diplomatic channals.
